*  What does the family do at the shelter?

AFTER READING

Our Purpose: Charlie and his family celebrate with their own Christmas traditions. Explain how they celebrate Christmas.

Extending Our Thinking: The story explains the significance of Christmas. Using RIF’s Main |dea and Key Details, have
students determine the main idea and support it with text evidence.
