Before Reading: Build Background
•   Learn about climate change using this NASA resource or this video for younger 
students.

While Reading: Make Connections
•   How might Greta feel about the Giants destroying the forest? How does this 
connect to Greta’s real-life activism?
•   What do you think Greta might do to stop the Giants?
•   Why is Greta making signs that say "STOP"? How are her actions helping bring 
people together?

After Reading: Ask Questions
• What character traits helped Greta succeed in stopping the Giants?
