READ ALOUD

Before Reading: Build Background
*Ask your child “Why is conservation of the rainforest important?”

While Reading: Make Connections
*On paper, list
= 5-7 animals that live in rain forests.
= 3-5 fruits or vegetables that grow in rain forests.
= The layers of a rain forest.

After Reading: Ask Questions
* What conditions are needed for a rain forest?
