RELATED ACTIVITIES

SCRUMPTIOUS SPIDERS (AGES 5-12)

Ingredients: round crackers, spreadable cheese,
pretzel sticks, raisins

Give children the ingredients. Have them spread
cheese on crackers, then break pretzel sticks in half
and place along sides for legs. Use raisins for eyes.
Ask questions like, “How many legs will you eat if you
make two spiders?”

SPIDER HUNTER (AGES 6-12)

Take a walk outside to search for signs of spiders.
Have children predict where they will find the
arachnids. Once you see a spider
or its web, allow children to make
observations. How big is the
web? Is there food in the web?
What kind of spider is it?
Does it have eggs? Be careful
not to disturb the spiders or
their webs—just observe.

ADDITIONAL RESOURCES

Before reading: Ask children what they already know about spiders. Can they describe
what spiders look like? How many legs does a spider have? Are spiders scary? Why or

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To set up the game, give w—

yarn. Have them secure
